MINUTES

The March 2019 RMDAC meeting minutes were approved. 

UPDATES

Bill, Tina, Glenn interested in being a part of the 2020 RIF planning committee.  

Grant Cothran presented on the Re-Craft Creative re-use center in Greenville.  Connecting creative people with re-usable material.  Grant want to make connections with people and material.  His background is in economic development, but he wanted to go into something community focused.  These can be hard to recycle materials, this morning they received a gum ball machine from Leslie Hatchell.  They directly create re-use challenges.  This was the cornerstone of his MBA at Clemson University.  Currently, they are focused on Greenville, SC.  Some clients include St. Clair Signs, Super Duper Publications, LS3P, Dapper Ink, Kentwool.  They have a scrap mobile and a storage unit on Pelham Rd.  These are maker supplies serving a niche market in SC.  This is a creative outlet for kids of all ages.  Focus currently on schools.  These materials are too good to be landfilled in their current form www.recraftgvl.org @recraftgvl.  Anna to connect with Chuck LaGrange.

Waste Zero presented, working with Simple Recycling in the Northeast.  Textiles make up significant amount of the waste stream that is reusable, recyclable material.  Simple Recycling serves 200 municipalities in US including Raleigh, NC 4.5M households.  Program is free for municipalities or residents.  Residents oversee mailer.  Recycling haulers have a GPS locater to tap a button when they come across a pink bag.  Simple Recycling follows the route and picks up the pink bags and drops new ones.  They use a hub and spoke model.  Simple Recycling is a for profit business.  Are their issues with looting?  It has happened. Snow plows can be an issue.  Only have a 2% residual rate because the residents want to participate.  Waste Zero makes the bags from recycled content.  Can you change the color of the bag?  Yes, if that color is not being used in the community.  Exploring possibility of moving into SC.  The program would need 100,000 households to make it viable.  Materials must fit in a bag or be clearly marked.  No direct push back from Goodwill and others. Pay $40T to municipalities for collection vs $20T to communities that are not using the tablet.  The company has been doing this for 5 years and business model is working.

Info on EPA Workgroup Progress Review

· The Measurement group has collected various definitions of “recycling” and “municipal solid waste” and will be working within the group to analyze these definitions and a map of the recycling system to identify key measures and metrics throughout the process. (EPA and Environmental Research and Education Foundation are leads.)

· The Infrastructure group furthered their conversation about the clearinghouse. The clearinghouse will serve as a one-stop-shop for best practices, resources, and other information that could be helpful for municipalities as they navigate current recycling challenges. (US Chamber of Commerce Foundation, Institute for Scrap Recycling Industries, and Keep America Beautiful are leads.)

· The Markets group has been discussing how it might develop a training to help policy makers understand how secondary markets work and bring stakeholders in local markets together to improve connections and communication. (SC Department of Commerce and Waste Management are leads.) Dylan de Thomas from The Recycling Partnership volunteered to participate in that effort as well. 

· The Education group has been collecting examples of communication products and tools in an effort to identify gaps and potential products that will help convey clear and positive messages. (The Recycling Partnership, GreenBlue, and Keep America Beautiful are leads.)

Info on November ARD Summit and America Recycles Week 

· There will be an active campaign to promote activities related to America Recycles Week. EPA will be working to coordinate messages across participant organizations. This will take the form of social media campaigns, a Presidential proclamation/message, press releases, etc. 

· SWANA will be activating its chapter network around the country. 

· EPA plans to highlight different themes each day of the week leading up to the Summit on Friday, Nov. 15. 

· Monday, November 11th will be Veterans Day, and the military’s recycling efforts and veteran workforce development programs will be featured. KAB will be presenting an award to members of their Recycling Heroes group from Fort Bliss. There will also be a focus on the infrastructure theme.

· Tuesday, November 12th is the 25th anniversary of EPA’s WasteWise program, and the focus will be on measurement. EPA welcomes ideas others may have regarding how to feature measurement activities. 

· Wednesday, November 13th will focus on markets – creating demand for quality materials. The US Chamber of Commerce Foundation will be hosting its annual corporate citizenship conference. There is some overlap and EPA is working with the Foundation to structure a session. 

· Thursday, November 14th will focus on the education and outreach theme.  This may include an innovation fair and collaborative event. Participating groups will be encouraged to bring in materials and posters, but EPA is still working to refine details for this day. 

· Friday, Nov 15th is America Recycles Day. The full group will come back together. A majority of the day will be spent on the Recycling Summit focusing on the workgroup products. Participants recommended that this day be done in conjunction with other events across the country (e.g., CalRecycle may want to do something in California.) The group suggested the Summit could focus on doing something that is forward-looking (i.e., what’s next) rather than backward-looking (i.e., how the groups developed their products). They also suggested featuring successful public-private partnerships. The Recycling Partnership may have a project they would like to highlight
OLD BUSINESS/MARKET UPDATES

Compost: Bio retention coming on board.  Sand, glass potential for this blend.  Landscape architect just starting to look into it.

Tina: Facility in Gaffney recently burned to ground after July 4th, company was storing 400 gaylords of plastic marked automotive parts.  Company sold recycler trailers with automotive materials.   This is not the last one like this we are going to hear about.  We need to be aware there is a risk factor with companies stockpiling material that does not have a market.  

Andy: Is there a certification for the recyclers? Industry rating?

Requiring reporting from industry could make the difference.

Chad: Aluminum trading above $1800.

Angel: Ferrous traded sideways.  Copper 265- 270T

Carol Cardboard held at $35.  We are being told 2020’s forecast is $30T.  Mixed paper is low, SOP is continuing to drop.

Glenn Nylon 66 is in high demand Nylon 6 there is more in the marketplace, PP has low value but it is moving.  PET trials ran and failed

Oil $65 a barrel.  Gas prices Charleston has the cheapest gas right now

Local Governments: Going to have to start landfilling plastics if markets don’t come soon, look at what other counties are doing for solutions.  Crisis is about to happen in local government recycling.  The recycling is dirty and that is causing issues.
Angel: Malaysia will return recycled plastics shipped to the country.  
Spicer: Non market strategy is going to be a trend moving forward. 

Vic: Recycling started as a landfill crisis, that led to the development of recycling coordinators, now the focus and resources are going to safety and the residents are pushing those opportunities elsewhere.  Could there be an electronics tradeoff, theoretically yes.  We are locked into a revenue model that is fee base when fixed costs keep going up it’s a challenge. 
Norm: Finances are going to be the driver regardless.  Customers are paying more for cardboard compared to the cost of trash.  Mixed loads are problematic.
